Indeed, beauty is a common thread throughout the Kingdom’s golfing 
offerings whether it be in the coastal cities of Hua Hin and Pattaya – 
where world-class tests offer superstar allure – or on Phuket and Koh 
Samui, island paradises studded with beaches, upscale resorts and golf 
guaranteed to take your breath away.

Thailand remains hugely popular with golfers and it is not 
hard to see why. More than any other country in Southeast 
Asia, it manages to fuse the deep exoticism of the Orient with 
first-world comforts to create an ever-appealing package.

There’s no disputing the fact that golf has 

been around in Thailand for quite some 

time.

18-hole, international standard course. It 

was even designed by a Scot, giving it an 

added stamp of authenticity. The oldest 

golf option though is believed to be the 

nine holes at the Chiang Mai Gymkhana 

Golf and Sports Club, which date back to 

1898.

While the highest point of the rugged, windswept property 
is 50 meters above sea level, on the 15th green, one of the most 
spectacular spots comes earlier in the round, on the 4th hole. From 
there, players are presented with a 360-degree view of the course.

Vietnam’s rich gastronomic tradition is among its prime assets. Drawing 
on Chinese, regional and even Indian influences while remaining wholly dis-
tinct, the cuisine is adored by foodies the world over. The stars of the Viet-
namese culinary firmament include pho, a noodle soup with beef or chicken 
and herbs in a slow-cooked broth.

Vietnam is one of the most cost-effective nations in the world for a golf-
ing holiday. The golf itself is reasonable, but it’s off course that visitors really 
begin to reap the dividends. Indeed, it is estimated that the cost of living in 
Vietnam is around 10% cheaper than in Thailand. A meal for two at a mid-
range restaurant costs less than US$20 while a local beer in a bar can cost 
as little as US$1.

2) INCREDIBLE PEOPLE

Even in a region known for its wonderful people, the Vietnamese stand out 
for their friendliness. Although the nation is developing fast, there is no sense 
of the jadedness that sometimes comes with familiarity with tourists. This 
open-heartedness can be experienced at the country’s golf courses, where 
staff and caddies conspire to ensure the warmest of welcomes. 

4) BE PART OF AN EXCITING GOLF FUTURE

Producers of the R&A’s annual Golf Around the World report counted 176 
projects in various stages of construction of planning in 2017. The bulk of 
that activity took place in Vietnam, which may soon rival any golf destination 
in Asia. These forthcoming additions to the country’s golf portfolio join recent 
newbie layouts such as Bana Hills, Vinpearl Golf Phu Quoc and FLC Quy 
Nhon Beach & Golf Resort.

For such a small country, Cambodia certainly packs a lot in. There are 
few who haven’t heard of the temples at Angkor near Siem Reap, while the 
capital Phnom Penh has matured into one of Asia’s most happening cities, 
with a restaurant and entertainment scene the equal of more established 
regional hubs. 

So far, the golf scene in Cambodia is very much a two-city show with 
Siem Reap and Phnom Penh the focus of interest for visitors. In Siem Reap, 
with the relics providing a suitably impressive backdrop, world-class tests 
such as the Nick Faldo-designed course at the Angkor Golf Resort and the 
Phokeethra Country Club offer a compelling cure for temple fatigue. 

Phnom Penh too has plenty to savour, with tracks like Garden City, 
Vattanac Golf Resort and Grand Phnom Penh among the standard bearers 
for the city’s emergence as another enticing Asian golf capital.  

From something short of a standing start, Cambodia has emerged 
as one of Asia’s newest and most exciting golf destinations. Visitors 
have long been enchanted by the ancient temples at Angkor near 
Siem Reap: the visceral remnants of the once mighty Khmer 
empire. Now they can tee it up at three stunning courses within 
easy reach of the legendary relics. 

Even more inspiring is the fact that all three layouts can hold 
their own among the very best clubs in the region. While the Siem 
Reap courses tend to hog the limelight, the nascent golf scene in 
the Kingdom does not begin and end around temple town. 

While the country’s main beach resort Sihanoukville does 
not (yet) have any course to speak of, the options around the 
capital Phnom Penh are improving all the time, with quality tracks 
characterised by canny design and lush, attractive fairways lined 
with sugar palm trees – an icon of this beautiful nation.

Indeed, 
the layout has incorporated original Angkorian elements into its 
design in the shape of an 11th Century bridge that links the 9th 
green with the 10th tee. Of the holes, the finest is undoubtedly 
the par-5 18th, which entails a double carry over water and an 
approach shot to an island green.

Fantastic golf can be found all over Malaysia. In the north of the 
peninsular section of the country, the paradise island of Langkawi is home 
to the thrilling Els Club Teluk Datai. The quality rarely lets up as you venture 
further south on the mainland. 

The country’s vibrant capital Kuala Lumpur is a portal to several world-
class tracks including TPC Kuala Lumpur and The Mines. The southern 
state of Johor, meanwhile, is also home to numerous excellent layouts, 
such as the two The Els Club Desaru Coast courses. 

Standards remain elevated when you travel over to Malaysia’s portion 
of the giant island of Borneo. The state of Sabah is long established as a 
heaven for golfers. With the imposing bulk of Mount Kinabalu – the tallest 
peak in Southeast Asia – providing a dramatic backdrop, golfers will scale 
the heights of design excellence at a collection of tropical beauties that 
encapsulate Malaysia’s overall appeal as a golf destination. 

From layouts carved from virgin jungle to championship tests 
that rank amongst the most challenging in Southeast Asia, Malaysia 
is blessed with plentiful manna for golfers. Despite this the country 
can be underrated as a golf destination. This relative neglect has 
resulted in positive benefits for golfers visiting the country. 

First, and importantly, it rarely breaks the bank to play Malaysia’s 
tremendous assortment of courses. With a weekday round on 
good quality layouts averaging around US$84, the nation is a world 
leader when it comes to great value holiday golf. 

The country’s varied landscapes are also a plus. Golf options 
range from coastal layouts to tracks located high in mountainous 
terrain or in jungle environs where the main spectators are the 
resident monkeys. What’s more, Malaysia is no slouch when it 
comes to providing off-course thrills and relaxation. Some of the 
world’s finest beaches can be found here and the tropical scenery 
is often outstanding. 
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Notching an ace at a short hole is one of the greatest rushes a golfer can experience. It can also bring substantial awards – with even 
club players scoring everything from free holidays to new cars by achieving the feat. A more unusual prize, however, was on offer for 
golfers at a charity tournament held in the Malaysian state of Kedah in 2017: a cow. Tournament director Datuk Yusoff Md Shah said 
he wanted to try a different approach to prize-giving. “I am aware this could be the first time a cow has been presented as a prize,” he 
said.

While expats and 
locals keep the courses busy at the weekend, traffic is blessedly sparse at 
other times. Hit even the top-rated courses during the week and there’s a 
good chance you won’t get held up once.

2) HUGE COURSE VARIETY

If its diversity you are after, Malaysia has a full range of treats in store. 
Options run the gamut from coastal layouts and courses located near 
major urban centres to tracks carved through rainforest or located high in 
mountainous terrain.

4) REST AND RELAXATION

Malaysia is not a freewheeling party destination like its holiday golf rival 
Thailand next door, but its laid-back atmosphere is legendary. The locals are 
friendly, the beaches and resorts are wonderful and alcoholic refreshments 
are readily available. Meanwhile, cities such as Kuala Lumpur and Kota 
Kinabalu in Sabah have lively nightlife scenes.

The Indonesian archipelago is peppered with golf courses, but the best 
quality layouts are concentrated in Java, Bali and in the Riau group of islands 
near Singapore. A good place to start any golf odyssey in the country is the 
capital Jakarta: a dynamic metropolis with a lively bar, restaurant and retail 
scene. The city is within easy striking distance of several of Indonesia’s best 
clubs including Jagorawi and Royale Jakarta. 

Another sparkling destination in Indonesia is Bintan, the most golf 
friendly island in the Riau group with courses that wind through jungle and 
skirt the shores of the ocean. There are several courses here while excellent 
boat connections make for smooth transfers from Singapore’s international 
airport. 

Elsewhere in Java, the city of Surabaya is gateway to the Jack Nicklaus 
designed track at Taman Dayu.

1) THE REGION’S MOST DIVERSE GOLF DESTINATION

If you’ve ever wondered what it might be like to play golf in the crater of 
an extinct volcano before moving on to a course that carves through jungle 
and along the tropical ocean shores, then wonder no more. Indonesia’s vast 
collection of islands offer both environmental and cultural diversity resulting in 
golf and off-course experiences that never get old.

3) PLAY ONE OF THE MOST REMOTE COURSES IN ASIA

Papua, the western half of New Guinea, is regarded even by Indonesians as 
one Asia’s last frontier. Golf though has arrived in the state, and in spectacular 
fashion, in the shape of Klub Golf Rimba Irian. Designed by acclaimed US 
design duo Ben Crenshaw and Bill Coore, the course is routed across a 
lowland swamp – at one time inhabited by a Melanesian tribe – in the shadow 
of Puncak Jaya, the highest and most sacred peak in Indonesia.

5) FREE AND EASY VISA POLICY

To boost tourism, Indonesia has relaxed its visa requirements in recent 
years and is now one of the most hassle-free countries in the region to visit. 
At the time of writing, citizens of 169 countries – including Australia, the US, 
the UK and major European nations – are granted a 30-day free visa upon 
arrival.

2) THE FRIENDLIEST CADDIES IN ASIA

Thailand and Vietnam may beg to differ, but Indonesia can stake a 
compelling claim to having the most convivial caddies in the region. On arrival 
at a golf course, don’t be surprised if you are greeted by a chorus line of 
friendly female caddies eager to make your acquaintance and ensure that 
your round goes smoothly. As well as being enthusiastic, the girls are mostly 
highly trained in the nuances of their home course and are also likely to save 
you a fair few strokes.

4) ASIA’S MOST GOLF FRIENDLY CAPITAL

Jakarta may not possess the historic charm of other capitals in Asia. What 
it does have though – and in abundance – is easy access to an impressive 
range of quality golf courses. There are 35 clubs to choose from in the city 
and its surrounding areas, including some of the finest layouts in the country. 
With its lively nightlife and great restaurant scene, meanwhile, the city is also 
an excellent place for off course R&R.
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PHILIPPINES

Despite the country’s geographic constraints, the Philippines boasts approximately 60 golf courses 
from which to select. These range from globally celebrated courses such as the Orchard Golf & Country 
Club, known for hosting prestigious tournaments, to less prominent, yet equally exceptional courses such 
as Tagaytay Highlands and the Riviera Golf Club.

Diversity is the hallmark of these splendid courses. Some, like the East Course at Wack Wack Golf & 
Country Club and the Forest course at Sherwood Hills, offer immensely challenging golf set in picturesque 
tropical parklands, while others blend the rhythm of rolling link-style terrain with precision-based target 
golf.

Among the top picks, the North course at Canlubang Golf and Country Club is a flawlessly maintained 
layout weaving around lakes, palms, and native trees. In Manila, both the Southwoods Golf and Country 
Club’s Masters course and the Manila Golf Club’s course offer outstanding challenges, with the former 
edging ahead in terms of design. The front nine holes of the Masters course wind through dense woodland, 
while the back nine - designed on hilly terrain - offer an open character.

In addition to these marquee courses, the Philippines also offers an array of other golfing experiences 
that cater to a range of preferences and skill levels. For example, golfers seeking a different kind of 
challenge can head to the highly rated mountain courses. These courses, such as Baguio Country Club 
and the Highland Course at Tagaytay Highlands, make excellent use of the rugged and hilly terrain to 
offer an interesting and challenging golf experience. Golfers need to adjust their strategy due to elevation 
changes, unpredictable weather, and smaller landing areas, adding an extra layer of complexity to the 
game.

Despite its modest size, the Philippines holds some impressive 
statistics. The archipelago, consisting of over 7,000 islands, is 
renowned for its remarkable biodiversity, boasting the highest rate 
of animal species discovery on the planet.
